Ron Clow called the meeting to order – 11:42 am
Harry Rogers welcomed Sam Gaskill, who will now be representing McDonald County.  
Review and approval of January 14, 2009 agenda – Lynn Calton moved to approve, Bonnie McCord seconded the motion, all approved the motion.  
Review and approval of December 2008 minutes – Bonnie McCord moved to approve the minutes as written, Jim Honey seconded the motion and all approved.  

Review and approval of financials – Luann Peterson presented both the November and December 2008 financials, since she was not present at the December meeting.  Jim Honey moved to approved both month financial reports, Chad Wampler seconded the motion and all approved.  

Review of reimbursements – Stephanie reported on all the reimbursements to subgrantees; each member was given a copy of the reimbursement sheets and a photocopy of the signed check.  

Review and approval of subgrantee final reports/closures – 
Lamar Enterprises, Inc.  Project M2008-02:  Jim Honey moved to approve final report and closure, Bonnie McCord seconded the motion.  All members approved.  

Service Recycling Super Recycler Project M2008-14:  Jim Honey moved to approve final report and closure, Chad Wampler seconded the motion.  All members approved.  

Habitat for Humanity Restore Truck Lift, Project M2008-26:  Bonnie McCord moved to approve final report and closure, Lynn Calton seconded the motion.  All members approved.  
Joplin Waste Paper, Project M2008-02: Chad Wampler moved to approve final report and closure, Bonnie McCord seconded the motion.  All members approved.  

Discussion of district grant applications/awards – 
Roll Off Services, Inc revised budget:  Chad Wampler moved to approve the revised budget to fit the grant award, Jerry Black seconded the motion.  All members approved.  

Wildcat Glades revised budget:  Jerry Black moved to approve the revised budget to conform to grant award, Jim Honey seconded the motion.  All members approved.

The Salvation Army Corps Community Center revised budget:  Chad Wampler moved to approve the revised budget to conform to the grant award, Bonnie seconded the motion.  All members approved.  
Stephanie presented a slide show depicting the breakdown of the recently approved grants.   

Electronic waste fees – The board was given a copy of the November 1, 2008 letter from Computer Recycling Center stating a $5.00 per monitor recycling fee and a $20.00 recycling fee for televisions.  This is causing some problems for our recycling centers.  If the public is assessed these charges, the money needs to be collected somewhere.  If there is no charge for accepting these monitors and televisions then the collection of electronics gets higher.  Mary Anne is thinking about some kind of pilot TV program that might involve repairing some of the electronics and giving them to not for profit groups, or something along those lines.  She wanted to get input from the board on their ideas.  A suggestion was to spend some money to educate people on the need to pay to recycle these, but start with a soft transaction where they do not have to pay, or a donation is suggested.  
District implementation and operation grants – Stephanie explained that there is $4431 left over from the 2007 e-waste grant.  This money is available for anyone wishing to apply for it for the intended purpose.  There is also $64,705.97 left over from the district’s Region M City Wide Clean up and Tire Collection grant of 2008.  Stephanie asked if we could have board approval to request and extension and have a second round of applicants request money from this fund for the purposes of tire and citywide clean up.  Jerry Black moved to approve this request, Chad Wampler seconded the motion and all approved.  

Chad requested that the board take $20,000 from the 2009 Plan Implementation Funds and use if for e -waste.  He made a motion on this request, Jerry Black seconded the motion, and all approved.  

Other district business – Harry asked the board to consider a pilot program to clean up some of the illegal dump sites we have located, and also some funding for maintenance of the Region M website as an educational grant.  These will be presented to the board in more detail at our next meeting.  Harry also mentioned that Jim Hull has been fired, and what this means for the future of Solid Waste is as yet unclear.  The Annual Meeting was discussed, with the month of March in Nevada being tentatively agreed upon.  Chad wanted clarification of how to trade equipment that was purchased by Reg. M grant funds.   Harry said for him to write a letter to the board saying what he wanted to do and the board would arrive at a determination.  The next meeting will be February 11, 2008.
