Call to Order:  Chad Wampler, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 11:30 A.M.
Review and Approval of Agenda:  Stephanie asked to add a guest to the agenda, as Gerry Wass from Purdy Elementary School District was present and wanted a few minutes to thank the board for their grant last year and give a progress report.  Ron Clow moved to approve the June agenda as amended, Sam Gaskill seconded the motion, and all approved.  

Review and Approval of May 2009 Minutes:  Bill Scearce moved to approve the minutes as written, Sam Gaskill seconded the motion and all approved.

Review and Approval of Financial Report:  Luann Peterson presented the May financial report.  Sam Gaskill moved to approve as presented, Bill Scearce seconded the motion and all approved.

Gerry Wass:  Gerry expressed his appreciation to the board for their approval of his recycling grant.  He said it had been a real learning experience for him and one of the things he quickly learned was that the lack of good detailed information was the biggest barrier to setting up a good recycling program in a school.  Most school recycling programs fail because of personnel changes and lack of a business plan.  Gerry brought a rough draft of their school recycling plan and would like to use the remaining $2000 in their grant to publish this document, in hopes of helping other schools develop a sustainable recycling program.  He also asked permission to use the proceeds from the sale of the book as a fundraiser to help finance their recycling program in the future.  Chairman Chad Wampler told him to get with Stephanie to present his budget for the $2000 document, and the board would address that budget change when it is presented to them in the future.  The board was in agreement to let him use the proceeds for furthering the recycling program.  Pat Beshears moved to approve, Bill Scearce seconded the motion and all approved.  
District Business:  Stephanie presented several requests from grantees.
2008-30 KB Recycling has asked for a one year extension to complete tonnage report with their newly purchased trailers.  Jim Honey moved to approve, Gary Roark seconded the motion, all approved.
2008-21 Joplin HHW Collection  the final report.  Ron Clow moved to approve final report, Jim Honey seconded, all approved.
2008-22 Joplin Special Event Recycling Bins  final report.  Jim Honey moved to approve, Gary Roark seconded, all approved.

2008-24 Vernon Co. Recycling Center final report.  Jerry Black moved to approve, Bill Scearce seconded, all approved.  
2008-28 Carl Junction Leaf Collection final report.  Stephanie said the City of Carl Junction will continue to report tonnage for a year, even though they are closing out the grant.  This is because they have not been able to use the equipment during a leaf collection season yet.  Bill Scearce moved to approve, Jim Honey seconded the motion, all approved.
